TAS Message to Families on Israel Gaza Conflict  
10.12.2023 

 
Dear Accelerated Families,  

We are deeply saddened by the escalating conflict underway between Israel and Hamas. The loss of innocent life 

is heartbreaking, and the reports of the brutal events taking place are hard to fathom. 

As educators, the safety and well-being of our students is our top priority, especially during these challenging 

times. It has come to our attention that disturbing and violent imagery, including photographs and videos of the 

attacks and hostages being held, could be posted on social media platforms. This includes apps like TikTok, X 

(formerly known as Twitter), Instagram, and YouTube.  

Please talk to your children about not clicking on violent imagery/videos, even if they appear in their social 

media feeds or elsewhere online. Viewing violent images and videos can be very distressing and make children 

feel unsafe and even traumatized. We encourage families to have a conversation with their children about the 

potential ramifications of viewing graphic content and suggest they take a break or reduce their social media 

activity for the time being.  

TAS is here to support you and your children through this difficult and complicated time, and we encourage 

anyone with questions or concerns to reach out to us as soon as possible. Here are a few resources shared by 

the L.A. County and San Diego County Offices of Education to help your family handle this sensitive topic.

Esto incluye 
aplicaciones como TikTok, X (antes conocida como Twitter), Instagram y YouTube.  

Hable con sus hijos para que no hagan clic en imágenes o vídeos violentos, aunque aparezcan en sus redes 
sociales o en otros sitios de Internet. Ver imágenes y vídeos violentos puede ser muy angustioso y hacer que los 
niños se sientan inseguros e incluso traumatizados. Animamos a las familias a mantener una conversación con 
sus hijos sobre las posibles ramificaciones de ver contenido gráfico y sugerirles que se tomen un tiempo de 
descanso o reduzcan su actividad en las redes sociales por el momento.  

TAS está aquí para apoyarles a ustedes y a sus hijos en estos momentos difíciles y complicados, y animamos a 
cualquiera que tenga preguntas o preocupaciones a que se ponga en contacto con nosotros lo antes posible. A 
continuación, se presentan algunos recursos compartidos por el Condado de Los Ángeles y el Condado de San 
Diego Oficinas de Educación para ayudar a su familia a manejar este delicado tema.
